Do not park illegally as to prevent the movement of a legally parked
vehicle

e Do not block fire hydrants

e Comply with all posted street signs

Abiding by the rules listed above will help alleviate the headaches and save
you the valuable time that is lost when dealing with parking issues. The Long
Beach Police Department will continue to monitor all city streets to ensure that
parking related concerns are addressed.
